More than a Dreamer

Angelina Her is a senior at the University of Minnesota studying marketing and entrepreneurship. Support
from Wallin helped her feel empowered to make her dreams real.

When Angelina Her started college,

she had a big goal in mind — graduate
without debt. Even in high school she
knew she wanted to go to college, but
without the financial burden. Angelina
recognized the barriers she had to
overcome. “Being a person of color and a
woman, a Hmong woman at that, we just
don’t get that many opportunities to go to
college,” she shared.

At the height of the pandemic, Angelina
started college, which presented unique
challenges of its own. “l didn’t really
feel like | was in college until my junior
year when in-person classes started
again,” recalls Angelina. During her first
semester, she was living off-campus

in an apartment by herself, which was
particularly lonely with the long stretches
of quarantine. It was during this time,
her Wallin advisor ended up being
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instrumental to Angelina’s transition, “My
advisor helped me navigate high school
to college providing me with resources
that | didn’t know about. If | needed
additional scholarships, she helped
locate those for me. When | was alone,
she provided connection.”

Despite a challenging start, Angelina

was able to achieve a truly incredible
college experience, highlighted by the
opportunity to study abroad in London
this past summer — a venture fully funded
thanks to her Wallin advisor who helped
her find additional resources. Angelina
used her connections built throughout
college to become a marketing intern at a
small consulting company. She is learning
aspects of running a business, honing her
skill set and gaining confidence.

Throughout college, her Wallin advisor
remained a constant source of support
and guidance. Angelina says the best
part about her advisor was the ability to
be authentic and transparent. “She was
there for me. | could be real with her. If |
wasn’t doing well, | didn’t have to worry
about losing my scholarship. She was
always providing support to help get

me back on track.” Beyond her advisors,
she says knowing that someone was
supporting her education meant so much
to her. “l always knew | had someone who
believed in me. There are people who
are funding my education, and they saw
something in me, knowing | was going to
succeed. That’s so empowering. Wallin
motivated me to keep going even when |
felt like | wanted to give up.”

This December, when she graduates a
semester early, Angelina will accomplish
her original goal — graduating debt-free.
Angelina expressed gratitude, stating,
“There is so much empowerment when
you don’t have to worry about the money.
| am so fortunate.”

For future scholars, Angelina shares

this valuable piece of advice, “Trust

that everything is going to work out.”
And she’s embracing this advice as she
navigates her post-graduation job search
and lays the groundwork for her future
business — an enhanced

co-working space that fosters community,
engagement and personal and
professional development. With plans to
franchise, Angelina has a vision for her
future, “The ultimate goal is branding
myself and my business so that | can
empower people in my community to
grow and develop professional skills.”
